PRIVACY POLICY

We are committed to safeguarding the privacy of our website visitors; this policy sets out
how we will treat your personal information.

(2) WHAT INFORMATION DO WE COLLECT?

We will take reasonable technical and organisational precautions to prevent the loss, misuse or
alteration of your personal information.
